Tony Morris
 
The party has lost a passionate European and federalist in the form of Tony Morris, a long-time employee of the European Commission and a former Chair of the Brussels LibDem local party, who has died of an MRSA infection after an apparently successful operation for cancer. He was a much loved and respected figure both in Brussels and in Kent, where he had his British base. 
 
Tony fought several national and European elections in the Liberal cause and was a regular attendee at party conferences. He was active in both the Liberal Democrat European Group (LDEG) and the Federal Union and was a source of great knowledge and useful contacts on the Brussels scene. He could be quite trenchant in his criticism of things he did not agree with. Though brought up a Quaker, he left the Soviet of Friends on the grounds that they were too wishy-washy.
 
After his retirement from the Commission, he and his South African-born wife Anita stayed on in Brussels, where they regularly entertained visiting Liberal Democrat groups and enthusiastically participated in the local party's committee meetings and events. Though Tony belonged to that generation of Liberals who never got to taste a share of power, his commitment to the Liberal and European causes never dimmed.
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
